CALL TO ARMS! 

God has called us to be Mighty 

Warriors!   

 

In chapels, we have been learning about 

Gideon, who too, God had called to be a 

mighty warrior. 

 

In Judges 6:33-35, Gideon was 

challenged with the assault of the armies 

of Midian and Amalek. It was then, that it 

says “the Spirit of the Lord took 

possession of Gideon”. 

 

We learned that although the story of 

Gideon and this battle is an exciting, 

historical, biblical story, it has a very 

current application today, here at NCA. 

 

In the Hebrew, Midian means “brawling, 

contention”, strife, and gossip. Amalek 

means “the flesh”. Gideon means, “to cut 

down, destroy”. 

 

So, what does that have to do with us? 

 

As Mighty Warriors, just like Gideon, we 

are called to cut down or destroy gossip, 

strife, and contention. Gossip, strife, 

contention and the flesh are just like 

armies attacking what God is doing and 

the Mighty Warriors he has called. 

 

 

 

As warriors, we have a choice -  

 

1. walk in the sinful nature, as found in 

Galatians 5 and demonstrate those traits 

2. walk as warriors, who have been 

possessed by the Spirit of the Living God, 

and demonstrate the fruit of the Spirit. 

 

Our challenge is very much the same as 

Gideon’s…in fact, Judges 6 identifies it as 

a “Call to Arms!” 

 

Mighty Warriors- 

Let’s stand strong and in the Spirit against 

the armies of strife, gossip and contention. 

 

God is building NCA, and He has called 

each of us to be a part, a Mighty
